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Major Performance Drivers

– Top-down asset allocation detracted from relative performance for the quarter, as the portfolio is overweight to emerging equities, which lagged, and biased away from
the U.S., which led the way in developed equities.

– Security selection was mildly positive, driven by good relative return in Developed ex-U.S. which was partly offset by modest underperformance in the U.S.

Emerging equities, with an emphasis on undervalued stocks within attractively valued countries/sectors, represented 22.3% of the total portfolio weight on average during
the quarter. Our overweight position in emerging equities detracted from relative performance as the MSCI Emerging Market index returned 2.1%, well behind the MSCI
ACWI return of 8.1%, although the MSCI Emerging Market ex-China index returned a moderately better 3.7%. Security selection was also modestly negative, as the broad
Emerging Market exposure returned 2.1% and the Emerging Market ex-China portfolio returned 2.3%. An overweight position in Taiwan Semiconductor (Taiwan
Information Technology) and Oil & Natural Gas Corp (India Energy) featured in the top five biggest individual contributors to relative performance at total portfolio level.
On the flipside, an overweight position in Anglo American Platinum (South Africa Materials) and Bradespar (Brazil Materials) featured in the top five biggest individual
detractors from relative performance at total portfolio level.

U.S. equities accounted for 37.3% of the total portfolio on average through the quarter, made up of 2.9% in U.S. Small Cap Value equity, 5.0% in U.S. Small Cap Quality
equity, 5.1% in broad U.S. equity, 12.1% in U.S. Opportunistic Value equity, and the remainder in the Quality, Quality Cyclicals, and Resources strategies. This leaves the
portfolio 26.1% underweight U.S. equities in total, and this had a negative impact on relative performance for the quarter as the MSCI USA index returned 10.3%, well
ahead of MSCI ACWI. Security selection in the U.S. was a little negative as Value lagged - in aggregate, our U.S. portfolio returned 9.6%. An underweight position in Tesla
(Consumer Discretionary) and Apple (Information Technology) featured in the top five biggest individual contributors to relative performance at total portfolio level. On
the flipside, underweight positions in NVIDIA (Information Technology) and Amazon (Consumer Discretionary) featured in the five biggest individual detractors from
relative performance for the quarter.

Developed ex-U.S. equities accounted for an average weight of 38.6% of the portfolio for the quarter, including the dedicated Japan Value position and some exposure
from the Quality, Resources, and Quality Cyclicals strategies. This overweight position in Developed ex-U.S. had a negative impact on relative performance as the MSCI
World ex-U.S. index returned 5.5%, lagging MSCI ACWI. Security selection within developed was solid for the quarter and the portfolio returned 6.4% in aggregate. An
overweight position in Banco Bilbao (Spain Financials) featured in the top five biggest individual contributors, while Equinor (Norway Energy) featured in the top five
biggest individual detractors from relative performance for the quarter.

Portfolio weights, as a percent of equity, for the positions mentioned were: Anglo American Platinum (0.41%), Oil & Natural Gas Corp (0.54%), Bradespar (0.35%), Taiwan
Semiconductor (1.89%), Apple (0.59%), Tesla (0.00%), NVIDIA (0.14%), Amazon (0.60%), Banco Bilbao (0.79%), and Equinor (0.53%).
