GMO’s Focused Equity team believes that the increasing demand for natural resources, driven
primarily by population growth in and industrialization of emerging markets, coupled with the limited
supply of these resources, favors an upward trend in resource prices over time. The Fund seeks to
invest in the securities of companies that we believe will benefit from this expected long-term rise in
natural resource prices.
